Over the past year the BWCIL has had the opportunity to
serve people throughout the Thumb above and beyond what
was expected. By securing Emergency Solutions Grants and
Homeless Prevention and Rapid-Reusing Funds the

BWCIL has been able to keep people in their homes and keep

their utilities on.

Since the beginning of 2011 the BWCIL has served nearly 80
households through a combination of these programs.

Some numbers of interest include; 30 households were assist-
ed with getting into a new unit, 30 households were assisted
with rental arrearages, 6 were assisted with utility sbtft
notices, and 10 were helped with both an arrearage and a
subsidy for the next month. These numbers, while impressive
are only a snapshot of the people this program has aided in

the past year.
